 When someone says to you “Noah’s Ark,” what image pops into your mind?  If you are like most 
people it will be something like the little picture below. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 Unfortunately, that sort of picture leads to all sorts of questions and doubts about whether or not that 
story could possibly be true.  It must be a myth.  And therefore, the story of the Flood must be a myth.  And 
therefore this world must be millions and millions of years old and you can’t trust the Bible. 
 
 This picture below is a much better example of the true Ark that God designed and Noah built.  It is 
fully capable of containing all the creatures and necessary foods required for a year and a half cruise 
through the greatest storm imaginable. 

 

 
The actual dimensions were approximately 438 feet long by 44 feet in height in this view.  For you sports 
fans, that’s about one and a half football fields with three floors!  It can be a bit difficult to visualize, but it 
meets the reality of what was required to survive a global flood.

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 Is this even important?  The Word of God is being challenged on many fronts today and our chil-
dren are growing up taught to doubt that Word and too often the Church is not meeting the challenges.  But 
Marilyn and I had a great experience a week or two ago.  We visited Ken Ham’s Creation Museum just 
south of Cincinnati.  Many tried to stop the building of that park, but it succeeded and hundreds of thou-
sands have visited and seen visual presentations of God’s Word, walking through the Garden of Eden – 
complete with dinosaurs – the Fall, the Flood, and up to the Tower of Babel. 
 
 The museum emphasizes the Seven C’s – Creation, Corruption, Catastrophe, Confusion, Christ, 
Cross, and Consummation.  The entire Word of God is built upon the truth of the first eleven chapters of 
Scripture.  Jesus Christ is God’s answer to our problems, the problem of sin in this world.  When people, 
especially within the Church, attempt to remove the truth of those first chapters, nothing else can stand, the 
foundation is gone. 
 
 The museum presents videos and other exhibits along with the Scriptural dioramas that reveal 
the best current scientific evidence for a very short world history in contrast with the teachings of the secu-
lar world promoting billions and billions of years.  It includes an amazing Planetarium, botanical gardens, 
and a petting zoo demonstrating the variations within the “kinds” of Genesis creation.  Personally, I loved 
the camel.  She was sweet girl and ate right out of my hand. 
 
 If you’ve sat through any of my Bible studies over the years, you know that I believe this foun-
dation is critical in our faith in our Lord Jesus Christ.  That final “C”, Consummation, is drawing near, that 
time when our Savior will return to make a new and perfect creation once again.  I hope that you will have 
an opportunity to visit this museum sometime.  But there was one more special room at the museum – the 
Library/Bookstore.  And as always that was the most dangerous for me.  I did bring home several new 
DVDs and books and hope to share them in the near future.

 Many of you attended the recent seminar on “Already Gone” during the Adult Bible Class on Sun-
day morning. Perhaps like me you feel strongly about connecting children with Jesus Christ, enabling them 
to live out their baptisms, and equipping them to face challenges to their faith and the Bible. As parents, 
grandparents, great-grandparents, teachers or neighbors to young people you may be wondering how to 
practically do this. I know I am too!  
 During the next several months, I am going to share some of what I am learning with you in my 
newsletter article. As we go along, I am hoping to open up a dialogue. If you have comments, ideas, sugges-
tions or resources to share please feel free so that our entire family can benefit.  
 It would be great if there was one single resource that contained all the geographical, archeological, 
topographical, cultural, linguistic and historical context relating to the Bible. There is so much that such a 
resource would be cumbersome. But, and this is not earth-shattering, one great place to start is with a good 
Bible Atlas. The one in our church Library offers not only maps, but also photos of various locations and 
archeological digs. This, in addition to a Bible Dictionary, can give you a starting place.  
 This fall in Sunday School we are focusing on the age of the Kings. We started with David and 
Solomon and will be looking at Elijah, Elisha, and even Esther. Perhaps you can challenge your older stu-
dent to research some aspect of the narrative that captured their attention- maybe looking up Jerusalem, the 
Temple, ancient building techniques, or searching the Psalms written by David or the Proverbs by Solomon. 
This could enrich their individual devotions or your family worship time.  
 For younger ones, you could challenge them to build Solomon’s Temple with blocks, sing songs 
about David (if you google David Bible Children’s Song there are a bunch, or you could sing one of the 
Psalms together, helping everyone to memorize it). Maybe you could recreate Solomon’s casemate walls 
during snack time by stacking crackers, cheese, and pepperoni. (Thank you to the Preschool staff for that 
idea!)

Bringing the Bible to Life 
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  Grace, Peace, and Mercy from Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
 When I was in high school I played football. Ok, actually I practiced and most of the time stood on the 
sidelines during varsity games. It didn’t matter to me because I just loved the game itself. To this day I still have 
memories of something that just doesn’t leave my mind--the different attitudes of a few of the players from back 
then.  
 I remember a couple of the smaller guys who used to think they were so tough. Mouthy, brash, mean-
spirited--I don’t know why we put up with it. Like I just mentioned, these fellows were small and yet they 
thought they were really something, when in reality they weren’t. I contrast this with a couple of guys who were 
huge-- I mean really big and muscular, able to destroy and put the hurt on anyone that got in their way when 
they were blocking or tackling, whether in a game or in practice (trust me on this one). Their demeanor? Kind, 
gentle, and usually quiet. These guys would have had no problem at all being bullies if they so chose, yet they 
weren’t that way at all. They would help you and show you how to do things the right way, and encourage you 
at times. After all these years I am still amazed when I think about it. 
 I have even more amazement when I think about Jesus on the cross. Here is God, allowing Himself to be 
punished for the sins of all humankind for all time. He could’ve used His holiness and His mightiness to get the 
job done, but He chose humility. He chose love. He chose death.  
 Contrast this to us--fallen humanity. Not only are we a sinful people, but we are an arrogant people. We 
think we can do it all. We think we have the right to look down on others. We think we are better and smarter 
than others. Because of original sin it’s in our DNA. Aside from what I watch on television and see in the news, 
in general even in God’s church people act this way as these types of issues were even addressed by the New 
Testament writers. We chastise those who don’t wear a suit and tie. Social status and financial status dictate who 
we associate with at times. If someone doesn’t live up to the expectations that we ourselves impose on them then 
that person is somehow a lesser being and we choose to look down upon them. How can this happen? Are we 
not all one body with different gifts given to us by the Lord? Christians talk of love and forgiveness in Christ 
Jesus and then as soon as it is over act more like the little wannabe tough guys from my High School days than 
the actual tough guys who acted more like our Lord Jesus. 
 This is where our God is truly amazing. Through His humility He was exhalted. In our self exhaltation 
we are usually humbled. God knows how we are and yet He still chose the nails (thanks Max). He loves us so 
much that He didn’t stay dead but rose from the grave in VICTORY over sin, the devil, the world--even our sin-
ful selves. He clothes us in His righteousness through the power of His Holy Spirit who gives us faith and the 
Lord Himself promises to come again to take us home to be with Him where because of Him we will all be kind, 
gentle and loving and not have to feel the guilt of sin any longer. In Jesus we will be what we were intended to 
be in every way. Amen.
